Old business:

Meeting minutes from April meeting were approved without changes.  Thanks to Dan Cook for taking care of the minutes last month.

New Business:

NH Epic:

· Dave Heath has continued with researching the possible route for the ride, but there are some issues that are slowing progress on the Epic.  There are several class 6 roads that are privately owned, and access is questionable at this point.  This is putting a serious stop on the ride viability for this year.

· It was agreed that research and planning should continue with this ride, but delay the ride until next season.

Bear Brook Boogie:

· The state has conflicts with the date for this years boogie on the 4th of July weekend.  So, the boogie date must be moved.  

· It was proposed that moving out later into the fall would be good.  

· Len E. will continue to work on getting a date agreed to with the state.

There has been discussion regarding possible uses for the Bear Brook fund  to:

· Purchase tools

· Use the monies to work on projects on other state lands. 

· Discussion with Bob S. from the state shows that the answer if yes to both questions.

Possible uses for the funds were discussed including:

· Rebuilding the boardwalks by the campground in Bear Brook.

· A possible new trail proposed by the park manager at Pawtuckaway.

Tool Trailer:

· Peter D. has been working with the Londonderry Trailways, and has come to an agreement that the trailways will purchase a portable generator with a grant that they recently received and store this in our tool trailer.  The generator can be used on projects other than Trailway projects.

Vermont 50:

· Mark O. gave a reminder that the sign ups for the Vermont 50 start on May 25, and spots fill fast.

Elm Brook:

· Glenn Kirby from the Warner area has been working with the Army Corps of Engineers for some time now and has received permission to work on new trails at Elm Brook.  All are encouraged to help Glenn with this work.

Kittery Trading Post:

· The KTP his opening a new bike shop and is organizing a celebration on June 21st.  We (NEMBA) have been invited to make our presence known, via the tent, video, presentations, etc.  

· Mark O. will try to coordinate with other chapters to split time there.

· Anyone willing to spend some time at the celebration as a NEMBA representative should contact Mark O.

Chapter Volunteer Award:
