Pawtuckaway State Park-Woronoco trail

Discussion regarding the outcome of the trail. Generally, comments have been favorable.  Most riders seem to appreciate and enjoy the new trail.

It has been suggested that an article be written to discuss the evolution of the trail.  This would include background information regarding the behind the scenes paperwork, jumping thru hoops, etc, that went along with getting approval from the state, the grant, et al.

An idea did emerge from the discussion.  Write the article as if it was the story of a ride on the trail, with interspersed flashbacks to the various things that needed to be accomplished to get the trail approved and built (working in sponsor plugs wherever possible).

Len, Rich and Dave agreed to correspond with each other and get this started.

Pawtuckaway trail care: Scheduled for Sunday, Sept. 26.  This would be a walk through of the trail, cleaning up things that need attention.

Treasurer’s Report:  

Dave has confirmed that the grant monies for the Woronoco trail have been received and deposited into the account.  There is still some money remaining on the grant and Dave would like to purchase several more tools to use up the remaining funds which are approximately $200.  Peter D. has some ideas and will work this out with Dave.  

With the deposited grant money, the Chapter account has a balance of $4155.

Fall trail care dates:

· Pawtuckaway State Park: Sept. 26th.  This will be used to do a walk through of the Woronoco trail and work on items needing attention.  Peter D will get some needed tools to Dave H.

· Bear Brook State Park: October 10th.  This day will be spent getting things ready for the upcoming Bear Brook Boogie.  Len will contact Paul Chevrette (park ambassador) to organize the trail care day.

· Northwood State Park: October 24th.   It is unsure what the time would be used for at the park.  

· Fort Rock: November 7th.  Rich C. and Dan C. will get together to organize the work for this day.

Bear Brook Boogie:

The Boogie is scheduled for October 17th.  The trail care day on Oct. 10th will be used to get things organized.  Items that need to be addressed are:

· Ride loop logistics, both beginner and expert. Len and Kevin are to discuss this prior to the 10th.

· Arrow the loops. This needs to happen on the 10th and the morning of the 17th.

· Event help needed to:

-Pre-ride the loops on the 17th.

-Loop Sweeps.

-Parking lot help.

-Help with registration in the tent.

-Taking down loop markers.

· Chapter members need to get event fliers out to the local bike shops.  Also, when posting fliers, talk to the shop managers about event sponsorship thru gift certification, gear, etc.

· John S will submit some form of press release to local media to get some exposure for the event.

· A discussion regarding the $1600 raised over the years from this event toward trail care in the special Bear Brook fund.  It was agreed that some form of proposal must be put together this winter and presented to the park manager/state regarding uses of the funds.

Old/New Business:

· Officer Elections will be held this fall to keep current with Mother NEMBA.

· A need to have some representative on the NEMBA Board of Directors.  Members should consider if they would be interested in this type of position.

· No need at this time to purchase a Pop-Up tent with the Seacoast NEMBA graphics since we have access to the South Central tent.  This may become an issue at some time in the future.

· Meeting will be scheduled in the future to be the first Tuesday of each Month.
